Blue Ribbon………One of our areas of service, and our national project is Abuse Child Prevention. Child Abuse is an American epidemic, and before today is over, 3 children in the U.S. will die at the hand of abuse.  In 1982, by Presidential Proclamation, April was declared Child Abuse Prevention Month. Since that time, child abuse and neglect awareness activities have been promoted across the country.  In 1989 in Virginia, the Blue Ribbon Campaign to Prevent Child Abuse had its early beginnings in a grandmother's tribute to her grandson who died as a result of abuse. She tied a blue ribbon to the antenna of her car as a way to remember him and to alert her community to the tragedy of child abuse. The blue ribbon is now the international symbol for child abuse prevention. The color was chosen to represent the bruised and battered bodies of the thousands of children that are abused everyday. It serves as a constant reminder that all of us have a responsibility to help keep children safe. It symbolizes the positive steps that everyone can take to keep children safe from abuse and neglect.
