               We are truly blessed with her dedication
The beginning of the school year has been a very exciting for the Warren EXCEL club!  We are about to embark on our largest project of the fall, Jackie’s Magic.  Next week, the high school is going to hold a weeklong food drive in preparation for the magic show on the 1st of November.  Last year, prior to the show, the high school raised a whopping 2,500 items of food!  Our goal is to beat that number this year.

This leads us to Jackie’s Magic Show.  This year, the EXCEL club is assisting with two shows; a 1pm show more geared towards children, and then a 7pm show full of illusions, and larger props.  We encourage people to spread the word and tell everyone to come to an entertaining night of magic!  Entrance is free provided you bring in a non-perishable food good to donate.  We hope to see everyone there!

Last month, the EXCEL club participated in Hometown Heroes week by asking the high school to write letters, create pictures, and compose essays about their local hero.  This proved to be a huge success, as we received more entries than expected!  One student even created a wood sculpture of a soldier that is currently on display in town hall.  

In addition to local heroes, the high school wrote letters to soldiers in Iraq.  The EXCEL club sent those over to Afghanistan in hopes that the letters will comfort many of those overseas.

The beginning of October brought about the Ron Santo Walk for Juvanile Diabetes.  This year the kids were more hands-on than ever.  The students worked the checkpoints for the walk, painted children’s faces, and distributed the food at the food tent.  The club brought in a whopping 30 volunteers and 15 walkers.  We even had a student with diabetes talk to the club about how much JDRF has assisted her family.  It was a very moving presentation that touched the hearts of all of the club members. 

Two weeks ago the EXCEL students tried their hands on a new project.  Brought about by co-president, Chloe Henderson, the students sold M & M’s at a home football game for our Help Haiti project. In Haiti, only 53% of the population is literate and several areas are without electricity or plumbing. Help Haiti Now is a foundation that will sponsor a teacher for $40 a month; only $1.33 per day.  All the money collected from this fundraiser will go toward paying an elementary teacher for teaching 20-30 kids. Last year 250 kids signed up at the school, this year 500, and next year they are expecting 750 kids.  We sold all of our candy even before the Varsity game began!  We ended up with a total of $86 dollars, as we sold the candy for only $1.  Next year our goal is to make more bags of candy, sell them for slightly more money, and therefore, make more of a profit.  However, we still provided Haiti with 2 new teachers!
This semester EXCEL students have been volunteering at Viking Middle School with their after school homework program.  High school students, grades 9-12, have been volunteering their time once a week in order to help challenged students succeed.  The EXCEL kids not only help the middle school students with their homework, but also develop friendships with many of the younger students.

Lastly, we are looking forward to December.  On December 7, the EXCEL students will be working with Winchester House in Libertyville.  The students will be getting together with senior citizens and playing bingo.  What sounds like a meaningless game, will actually show the elderly how much the students are involved in their lives, as well as their own.  
Help Build a Better Community...
Last year, the Breakfast Club sponsored the formation of a new Exchange Club in North Chicago. Our investment in time and start-up funds has helped this club grow to over 30 members whose enthusiasm enabled it to achieve the National Service Award within the first 75 days following its charter. Many clubs that have been in existence for decades fail to achieve this recognition (The NSA requires a minimum of six service projects, with one each from our four tenets of Americanism, Youth, Abuse 
Prevention and Community Service). For 2008-2009, the Board has again agreed to act as a sponsor in our club-building efforts. Our goal is to establish an Exchange Club in nearby Libertyville. In order to proceed, we need one or more members to help as club builders and serve as mentors to the club during its first year of operation.
