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Exchange Club fund-raiser to combat child abuse
draws 1,000 to light lunch in Viking Park

GURNEE — Salad in the Park, one of two major fund-
raisers of the Breakfast Exchange Club of Gurnee, is a
low-key, cheerful effort for the prevention of child abuse.

But besides raising money for a worthy cause, the an-
nual luncheon has also become a staple in helping
Gurnee keep its small town flavor.

On Tuesday, Viking Park buzzed with an estimated
crowd of 1,000 enjoying their light lunch both inside and
outside of Viking Hall, as music wafted across the pic-
turesque park and as members of the Breakfast Ex-
change Club donned aprons to help serve.

Jan Boettle, who helped charter the club in 1985, said
Salad in the Park continues to be successful as a commu-
nity event because it keeps in mind its dual purpose.

“It started out as a community service and it's based on
raising funds,” Boettle said. “But we’re not so overpriced
that seniors and the run-of-the-mill public can’t afford it.
‘We still have the hometown feeling and we hope that
doesn’t change.”

For $6, guests filled their plates with generous pick-
ings from a salad bar. The menu also included soda,
steaming cups of Caribou coffee, soup and a roll. Money
was also raised through a baked goods sale and 50/50 raf-
fle.

Exchange Club newcomer Jan Clara, a Gurnee resi-
dent for seven years, was busy in the summer kitchen,
from which workers re-supplied food.

“This is a wonderful way to help the community out
and also to meet new people,” said Clara, noting she had
rubbed shoulders with the likes of Gurnee Fire Chief
Fred Friedl and Mayor Kristina Kovarik through the
club.

The event also calls on the domestic skills of club
members who normally spend their workday in offices
and board rooms.

Inside Viking Hall, Village Administrator Jim Hayner
bused tables, Parks Director Chuck Balling refreshed the
salad bar and Ben Martindale, superintendent of the
Gurnee Grade School District, hawked raffle tickets — all
the while stopping to visit with the townsfolk.

Amy Berry of Gurnee enjoys soup and her 3-year-old
daughter Lauren has a sandwich at the Salad in the Park
event.

“The Exchange Club helps support a lot of worthwhile
causes in our community — things like the Warren
Township Counseling Center and LaCASA,” Balling said.

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“Salad in the Park is an event and
a tradition.

Event Chairwoman Roberta
Pfeiffer, who began planning this
year’s luncheon with the help of
volunteer committees late last
fall and who tapped a multitude
of area businesses for in-kind do-
nations and financial support,
touted the work of the approxi-
mately 100-member Exchange
Club, which also promotes Amer-
icanism, scholarships and
awards for youth, and crime and
fire prevention programs.

“I believe in what we do,” said
Pfeiffer, a member of the Warren
High School Board.

Salad in the Park raises an es-
timated $5,000 for the prevention
of child abuse. The club’s largest
fund-raiser is Rib Fest, held in
conjunction with Gurnee Days in
August.

Hayner, a lifelong resident of
Gurnee, stopped wiping tables
long enough to promote the
event, which pulled large num-

“People are coming out for
the hometown atmosphere and
because it’s an important
cause.”
