Member, Adam Krieger spoke on behalf of the Lake County Exchange Club Prevention of Child Abuse Foundation. The Foundation is made up of the Gurnee Breakfast, Gurnee Noon, Grayslake, Round Lake and Waukegan Exchange Clubs. He explained how the foundation was started, 


and why. Their belief is that the Exchange Club Foundation can have a greater impact in the community if they supported programs that had a good track record and focused on specific areas of prevention that make a difference in people’s lives. Their grant criteria focuses largely on parent education programs, particularly programs that reach out to stressed and isolated parents, and public education on child abuse prevention. The recipients of the grants this year include the following agencies and programs: 


Children’s Hope United-$3,500-Parent Support Group


The Catholic Charities-$3,500-Child abuse prevention services to woman at Samaritan house


CYN-$3,500- “Darkness to Light” public education program to reduce and recognize child abuse


Waukegan Public School-$3,500- Parenting program 


19th Judicial Circuit Family Violence Coordinating Counsil-$3,500- Early signs of abuse and neglect awareness for professionals who interact with children.
